ORDINANCE NO. 13-1-25
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING

AN AGRICULTURAL BUSINESS ZONING DISTRICT (AB)
The Common Council of the City of Owen, Clark County, Wisconsin, do ordain as follows:

SECTION I.   ADOPTION OF PROVISIONS

Section 13-1-25 of the City of Owen Code of Ordinances is created to read as follows:


Sec. 13-1-25  Agricultural Business District. (AB)

(a)
Purpose. The purpose of this District is to provide for the proper location 


and regulation of storage warehousing, manufacturing and related



marketing or industrial activities that are related to the agricultural/
renewable energy industry. It is the intent of this District to provide a zoning classification for businesses that directly support the agricultural/renewable energy industry.


(b)
Permitted Uses. The following uses are permitted in the Agricultural



Business District:

(1) Local utilities.

(2) Public and semi-public uses.

(3) Horticultural services.

(4) Processing of milk into other products, provided there is a satisfactory method of disposing of waste.

(5) Sales and/or repair of farm implements and related equipment.

(6) Veterinarian facility.
(7) Agricultural research facilities.

(8) Educational facilities.

                        (9) Bio-energy research facilities.


          (10) Governmental offices.


          (11) Business incubators for agricultural/bio-energy related businesses.


          (12) Growing of field crops.


          (13) Conferences/Trade shows.

                      (14) Ancillary retail sales.

(c)
Conditional Uses. The following uses, or uses substantially similar, are



Conditional in the Agricultural Business District:

(1) Feed mills; preparation of feeds for animals or fowl.

(2) Grain elevators, dryers and bulk storage of feed grains; wet milling of 

      corn.

(3) Contract sorting, grading and packaging services of fruits, grains, and

                              other food products.

(4) Processing of frozen fruits, vegetables, and other specialties.
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(5) Production of flour and other grain mill products.

(6) Meat packing; poultry, fish and small game dressing and packing.
(7) Processing or storage of forestry product.

                        (8) Wind energy systems, including wind turbines and related facilities, 

                               provided:
a.Wind energy systems are not located within two thousand five 

hundred (2500) feet of any residential use on land under different

ownership than the system site.
      b. No turbine is closer than one hundred and twenty-five percent                                                        

          (125%) of its height to any property or zoning lot line.

                  c. Any support facilities, including buildings, shall be used only to                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                            
 house necessary mechanics, equipment and personnel to support the       
 facility.



 (9) Telecommunications towers and facilities, provided that other 



       applicable telecommunications regulations are complied with.



(10) Financial institutions.


(d)
Prohibited Uses.



 (1) Any establishment that would present danger to residents of the 



       community or generate noise, smoke, or air and water pollution, that



       would create a public or private nuisance.



 (2) Sale, slaughter, and storage of livestock, poultry, fish, or small game.

(d)
Lot, Yard and Building Requirements.

(1) Lot Frontage. Minimum one hundred (100) feet.

(2) Lot Area. Minimum one (1) acre.
(3) Front Yard Setback. Minimum twenty-five (25) feet or height of structure, whichever is greater.

(4) Side Yard Setback. Minimum twenty-five (25) feet or height of structure, whichever is greater.

(5) Rear Yard Setback. Minimum twenty-five (25) feet or height of structure, whichever is greater.

(6) Building Height. Maximum seventy (70) feet.

SECTION II. SEVERABILITY.

If any provision of this Ordinance is invalid or unconstitutional or if the application of this Ordinance to any person or circumstance is invalid or unconstitutional, such invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the other provisions or applications of this Ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid or unconstitutional provisions or applications.
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SECTION III. CONFLICTING PROVISIONS REPEALED.

All Ordinances in conflict with any provision of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION IV. EFFECTIVE DATE.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as provided by law.
